Thunder Cake  and The Mitten
books will be brought to life as will a “Happy Birt hday” to Dr. Seuss! We will move like weavingina rtand
sing and chant about the environment. Poetry will become part of a rondo in “The Dream,” a piece abou 't
Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. We will have a very fu Il day, so come ready to be actively and creatively involved
in comfortable clothes!
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A hands-on drumming/singing/movement session that e xplores new directions for the internationally suc-

cessful World Music Drumming curriculum now in thou sands of schools. Explore cultures including and be -
yond West Africa and the Caribbean. Make connection s to current popular music and ancient traditions. Find
new ways to motivate students in grades 2-8 as well as adults in your community. The session will incl ude a

variety of pieces including Orff xylophones, record ers (please bring), and sample choral arrangements.

Music and movement blend naturally in the simple ch ildren’s singing games and more complicated playpar ty
games of the Appalachian region. Participants will learn several of these historic music and movement activi-
ties in this seminar, and discuss the social situat ions that gave rise to this particular form of recr eation. The
activities will be most appropriate for use with el ementary students, although many of the playparty g ames are
popular with middle and high school classes as well . And that’s not all!

Appalachian music has, from its beginnings, been a folk process. Fiddle tunes and ballads have been pa  ssed
from one generation to the next experientially by o ral tradition. Participants in this two-in-one sess ion will learn
about the Appalachian dulcimer as a folk instrument and have the opportunity to play a tune or two for them-
selves as they learn in the traditional way — by ea  r from a master musician.
